• EMS will also require MEDL1001 HCP CPR & First Aid or have current certification for licensure and program 

requirements, but it is not required to earn the certificate credential. However, if MEDL 1001 is taken, credit will 

be awarded. 

• MEDL 1001 is not required to earn TC Health Professions Certificate if students choose CP in Medical Office 

Assistant or Concentration in Medical Lab

Program courses include off-campus clinical and internship 

rotations. Students must maintain a C average in all courses to progress through and graduate from the program. Students will 

be eligible to challenge the NREMT Licensure Exam after completion of the program. Graduation does not guarantee 

licensure or employment as an EMT.

It is recommended that students enrolling in the program have ACT or equivalent scores of 

Reading 19, Writing 19, Math 15. Acceptance is based on Tier System for placement. Program courses include off-campus 

clinical rotations. Students must maintain a C average in all courses to progress through and graduate from the program. 

Students will be eligible to challenge the Arkansas CNA Exam after completion of the program. A student must be 18 years of 

age at the completion of the coursework for the Certified Nursing Assistant to take the licensure exam. Graduation does not 

guarantee certification or employment as a CNA.
